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1. General Regulations
1.1. The drafts competition “Construction of Cēsis Space Educational Centre at Cīrulīšu iela 63, Cēsis, Cēsis Municipality” shall occur in accordance with the Drafts Competition Regulations, hereinafter — the “Regulations”, and laws and regulations in force in the Republic of Latvia.
1.2. The procurement procedure, i.e. the drafts competition, shall occur in accordance with provisions of Section 8 Paragraph two of the Public Procurement Law and Chapter 3 of Cabinet Regulation No. 107 of 28.02.2017 “Procedures for Organization of Procurement Procedures and Drafts Competitions”.
1.3. Procurement identification number: CNP/2017/40.
1.4. Information on the Commissioning Authority and the Jury Commission:

1.4.2. The professional assessment of tenders for the drafts competition shall be carried out by the Jury Commission of the drafts competition established by Decision of the Cēsis Municipality Council No. 37 of 13 July 2017 (Minutes No. 9), hereinafter — the “Jury”.
1.4.3. Composition of the Jury:
· Jānis Rozenbergs — Chairperson of the Cēsis Municipality Council, Chairperson of the Jury Commission;
· Brigita Bula — certified architect, Deputy Chairperson of the Jury Commission;
· Jānis Zlaugotnis — architect of the Cēsis Municipality Construction Board;

· Ervīns Krauklis — architect.
1.4.4. The Jury may invite other professional experts to the assessment of draft tenders and take into account their opinions. Experts shall not participate in the adoption of decisions on the distribution of prizes.
1.4.5. The progress of the drafts competition (hereinafter — the “Competition”) shall be ensured by and ensuring the anonymity of submitted drafts and tag lines of participants until the end of drafts assessment shall be the responsibility of: the responsible secretary of the Jury Commission of the Drafts Competition — Mārtiņš Ulāns, tel. no. +371 26406119, e-mail: martins.ulans@cesis.lv.
1.5. Place, Date, Time of and Procedures for Submission of a Tender. 
1.5.1. A tender shall be submitted anonymously by 16 October 2017 18:00 to the Cēsis Municipality Local Government at Bērzaines iela 5, Cēsis, Room 111 (Visitor Service Centre), by submitting in person or sending in a letter by post,under condition that the tender must be delivered to the address and within the term specified in this Clause.
1.5.2. Upon receiving a tender, the contact person of the tender submitter shall be registered in the Visitor Service Centre of the Cēsis Municipality Local Government and received tenders shall be registered in the order of their submission; likewise, the storage of received tenders and explanations of tag lines shall be ensured.
1.5.3. The package of the tender shall bear a note specifying the date and time of receipt.
1.5.4. Tenders, which will not be submitted pursuant to procedures laid down in the Competition documents or will be submitted in person after the expiry of the term for the submission of tenders, shall not be accepted.
1.5.5. Following the announcement of Competition results to Participants, tenders, which have not been awarded with prizes, can be received within 30 days at the Visitor Service Centre of the Cēsis Municipality Local Government in Cēsis, at Bērzaines iela 5, contacting the responsible secretary in advance. Tenders, which have not been awarded with prizes within the framework of the Competition, will be issued upon presenting a power of attorney issued by the Participant’s submitter or upon presenting a personal identification document in the event the submitter itself wishes to receive the tender. The issue of a tender shall be recorded in a separate certificate, specifying the date, tag line and its recipient’s name and surname, confirming the receipt of the tender by the recipient’s signature.
1.6. Security to the Tender: not stipulated.
1.7. The Following Execution Requirements Shall Be Set for the Tender:
1.7.1. The draft tender shall consist of 3 parts:
Part 1: the graphical part of the design development proposal, visualisation materials, in accordance with requirements set forth in Paragraph 4.1 of Annex 3 to the Regulations; the graphical part of the Draft shall be executed on rigid (suitable for exhibition) tablets, specifying the tablet layout scheme planned by the author; the Draft shall be additionally submitted in paper form, executed in an A3-format volume in one (1) copy, as well as on an electronic data carrier (CD-R, DVD, flash drive), wherein the files of all A1-format tablet pictures and A3 files shall be stored in PDF (Adobe Portable Document Format) format. The drafts of energy efficiency solutions of the building shall be submitted only in PDF format on an electronic data carrier.
Part 2: explanatory description of the design development proposal; in accordance with requirements set forth in Paragraph 4.2 of Annex 3 to the Regulations; likewise, the explanatory description shall be drawn up on a tablet; the explanatory description of the Draft shall be additionally included in the A3-format volume specified in Sub-paragraph 1.7.1 of the Regulations and on a compact disk, whereon files shall be stored in PDF format.
Part 3: planned costs
 and term of development of a construction plan, in accordance with provisions of Paragraph 4.3 of Annex 3 of the Regulations (Annex 3).
· “Explanation of the Tag Line” — prepared and placed in one closed envelope in accordance with requirements set forth in Annex No. 1 to the Regulations;
· “Qualification Documents” (Part 4 of the Regulations) — prepared and placed in one closed envelope in accordance with requirements set forth in these Regulations.
1.7.2. Competition documents shall be submitted in Latvian. If a  tender includes documents in other languages, attested translations of these documents in Latvian shall be enclosed thereto.
1.7.3. Documents and their copies shall be executed and their correctness shall be attested in accordance with requirements set forth in Cabinet Regulation No. 916 of 28.09.2010 “Procedures for Development and Execution of Documents”, as well as these Competition Regulations and annexes thereto.
1.7.4. To ensure the anonymity of Participants, each part of the Tender, i.e. envelope or package, shall be submitted in a closed form, specifying on the envelope or package the name and address of the commissioning authority, name and identification number of the drafts competition, the tag line selected by the participant and a note “Draft Tender”, “Explanation of the Tag Line” or “Qualification Documents”, according the contents of the envelope or package. The envelope or package of the tender shall be securely sealed; it cannot bear any signs, logos or other labels, which can in any way identify the participant. 1.7.6. The tag line shall mean a set of letters and digits used for ensuring anonymity and identifying the Participant. The tag line shall consist of three capital Latin letters and two Arabic digits. For example: “ABC21”.
1.7.7. Drafts and documents enclosed thereto shall be placed in a separate closed package, specifying the following thereon: “Draft Tender”, as well as specifying the name and address of the commissioning authority, name of the drafts competition, and the tag line selected by the participant.
1.7.8. The “Explanation of the Tag Line” of the Participant, which forms the second part of the Tender for the drafts competition, shall be separately placed in a sealed, closed envelope. The envelope shall bear the name and address of the commissioning authority, name and identification number of the drafts competition, and the tag line selected by the participant, as well as the following note: “Explanation of the Tag Line”.
1.7.9. Qualification documents of the Participant, which form the third part of the Tender, shall be separately placed in a sealed, closed envelope: The envelope shall bear the name and address of the commissioning authority, name and identification number of the drafts competition, and the tag line selected by the participant, as well as the following note: “Participant’s Qualification Documents”.
1.7.10. All expenses related to the preparation and submission of the Tender shall be covered by the Participant at its own costs. The Participant shall be responsible for the security of the method of delivery and submission of the Tender and cover all expenses related thereto. The Participant shall not cover or compensate for these expenses regardless of the progress and results of the Drafts Competition.
1.7.11. Within the framework of the Competition, one Participant may submit only one variant of the Tender.
1.8. Participant
1.8.1. A legal or natural person registered in the Republic of Latvia or abroad — (a) specialist(s) who is(are) (a) specialist(s) certified by accredited institutions in the field of design or, in case of legal persons, registered with the Register of Construction Merchants of the Republic of Latvia with the registered activity in the field of design in Latvia or in a competent authority in its country of residence, as well as an association of such persons in any combination thereof, can be a Participant of the Competition.
1.8.2. Prior to entering into a contract for the development of a construction plan, the winner of the Drafts Competition shall ensure the involvement of necessary specialists in the development of a construction plan in accordance with requirements set forth in laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia.
2. Subject-Matter of the Procurement
2.1. Description of the Subject-Matter of the Procurement:
2.1.1. The subject-matter of the procurement shall be a construction plan draft (hereinafter — the “Draft”) for the construction of the Cēsis Space Educational Centre, which shall ensure the creation of a modern, architecturally valuable, technologically innovative, particularly energy-efficient and functionally suitable site on the parcel of land at Cīrulīšu iela 63, Cēsis, Cēsis Municipality, observing the Site Design Task developed by the Cēsis Municipality Local Government.
2.1.2. Participants shall be responsible for the Draft to be developed in accordance with laws and regulations of the Republic of Latvia. 
2.1.3. CPV code: 71220000-6 (Architecture design services).
2.1.4. Source of funding shall be the funds of the Commissioning Authority and State funds.
2.2. Other Information on the Subject-Matter of the Procurement:
2.2.1. The goal of the Competition is, by using creative competition and ensuring comprehensive comparison of tenders, to obtain the best proposals possible, which can be used as the basis for the development of a construction plan of the Cēsis Space Educational Centre, ensuring an architectural and functional solution compliant with the function of the site and the project budget, stipulating high-level energy efficiency solutions, creation of high-quality public area and its objects, as well as ensuring the organisation of pedestrian traffic and transport of the Cēsis Space Educational Centre. The solution shall be developed taking into account the Site Design Task developed by the Cēsis Municipality Local Government.
2.2.2. Following the announcement of the Competition results, the Commissioning Authority may decide on the possible commencement of the negotiations procedure with the winner of the drafts competition on the development of a construction plan of the Cēsis Space Educational Centre and implementation of author’s supervision of the developed construction plan, applying the procedures laid down in Section 8 Paragraph seven Clause 8 of the Public Procurement Law, without previously publishing a notification regarding the contract.
2.2.3. In the event the negotiations procedure is organised pursuant to the procedures laid down in Paragraph 2.2.2 of the Regulations, a construction plan in a minimum composition shall be developed and submitted to the Cēsis Municipality Construction Board within six (6) months following the date of the entry into force of the design contract and the construction plan shall be developed and submitted to the commissioning authority with a note of the Cēsis Municipality Construction Board in the construction permit regarding the fulfilment of design conditions. 
2.2.4. In the event the negotiations procedure is organised, it shall be organised by the procurement commission established by the Commissioning Authority, which shall, in accordance with laws and regulations in force, develop the negotiations procedure regulations, setting requirements for the invited participant.
2.2.5. In the event no contract is signed with the winner of the drafts competition as a result of the negotiations procedure, the Commissioning Authority shall be entitled to organise a new negotiations procedure, inviting other prize-winners of the drafts competition. 
2.2.6. If the Commissioning authority wishes to not organise the negotiations procedure, it shall be entitled to freely laid down other procedures for the implementation of development of a construction plan and author’s supervision, and the Commissioning Authority shall not guarantee the granting of the right to perform the said works and services to prize-winners.
3. Announcement of the Competition and Receipt of Requirements
3.1. The electronic version of the Competition shall be published and be available for downloading on the website of the Cēsis Municipality Local Government www.cesis.lv in the section “Procurements” – “Open/Closed Competitions and Other Procurement Procedures”.
3.2. Information exchange within the framework of the Competition shall occur in Latvian by post, fax or electronically. When sending a communication document by fax, its original shall be sent by post concurrently. The interested person shall send a communication document to the Commissioning Authority’s postal address: Bērzaines iela 5, Cēsis, Cēsis Municipality, LV–4101, fax number:  +371 64161801, or to the email address of the responsible secretary of the Jury Commission specified in the Regulations: martins.ulans@cesis.lv.
3.3. The Commissioning Authority (jury commission) shall send additional information to the interested Applicant, who has asked a question, and simultaneously publish this information on the website, where procurement procedure documents are available, specifying also the asked question.
3.4. An interested person may request additional information until 9 October 2017.
3.5. Amendments to the Regulations and answers to interested person’s questions about the Competition shall be published on the Commissioning Authority’s website www.cesis.lv. The duty of a person is to constantly follow the information published on the website www.cesis.lv about the Competition and to include it in its tender.
4. Participants’ Qualification Requirements and Documents to Be Submitted
4.1. Participant’s qualification documents (pages of qualification documents shall be numbered and laced together (the end of the lace shall be glued and stamped)): 
4.1.1. an application to develop a construction plan in a minimum composition and a construction plan, as well as to carry out author’s supervision, in the event the negotiations procedure is organised; this application shall specify a possible contract price (excl. VAT) for the development of a construction plan in a minimum composition, development of a construction plan and costs of author’s supervision (excl. VAT), development term (taking into account that the construction plan is to be developed and submitted to the commissioning authority with a note of the Cēsis Municipality Construction Board in the construction permit regarding the fulfilment of design conditions no later than within ten (10) months following the date of the entry into force of the design contract drawn up according to a template (Annex 1)). If the draft has been prepared by several authors, an application shall be signed by all authors. The Participant, in offering a possible contract price for the development of a construction plan in a minimum composition and the development of a construction plan, and performance of author’s supervision, shall take into account that it shall be carried out in accordance with the Construction Law of the Republic of Latvia and, based on the norms of this Law and adopted binding Cabinet Regulations, shall also take into account that the construction plan shall be developed in accordance with the aforementioned Law and regulations related thereto, as well as fulfilling conditions referred to in the construction permit.
4.1.2. an attested copy of the practice certificate of the architect to be involved in the development of a construction plan, enclosing a copy of an employment contract or certification on the invited architect, specifying employment contract no., date, and period of validity. If the architect specified in this Clause is not an employee of the participant, yet employment relations are to be established with him in order to ensure the fulfilment of the contract in the event the right to enter into a procurement contract is granted to the Participant as a result of the Competition, an agreement between the Participant and the architect shall be submitted, certifying that employment relations will be established between the Participant and the architect in the event the right to enter into a procurement contract is granted to the Participant as a result of the Competition, enclosing an attested copy of the practice certificate of the particular architect to the agreement.
4.1.3. a certification that the Participant, who performed works as the main construction designer (party to the contract), has had design experience during the previous five (5) years: it has developed at least one (1) construction plan as the main responsible designer, wherein the construction of a new public building with territory amenities was designed within the framework of the contract and the performance of the design contract was ensured within the set term and of the set quality (the construction plan accepted by the Construction Board or analogous institution).
4.1.4. a certification that the responsible construction plan manager/architect employed by the Participant has an architect’s practice certificate and over the previous five (5) years, the specialist has managed the development of at least one (1) construction plan as the main responsible construction plan manager, wherein the construction of a new public building with territory amenities was designed within the framework of the contract;
4.1.5. a certification in accordance with Annex No. 2 (in the event if the submitted Draft has several authors, the referred to certification shall be submitted for each author individually).
5. Financial Tender
5.1. The members of the Jury Commission shall assess submitted Tenders at (a) closed commission meeting(s) in accordance with assessment criteria set by the Regulations and observe anonymity prior to adopting a decision. If the Jury establishes any labels on the tender or materials attached thereto, which can in any way identify the Participant, it shall be exclude the tender from further assessment, specifying it in the opinion of the Jury Commission.
5.2. Each member of the Jury Commission shall individually assess submitted drafts in accordance with criteria included in the table, granting points separately for the fulfilment of each criterion, and sum up all points obtained for each draft:

5.3. Based on the individual assessment by Jury members, the arithmetical mean assessment for each draft shall be calculated, summing the total number of points granted by each member of the Jury Commission to a draft and dividing it by the number of Jury members. The obtained number shall be rounded up to the second decimal place. 
5.4. The Jury Commission shall summarise assessment results and determine three (3) prize-winners of the competition, awarding respectively the first, second and third place and granting awards in accordance with the distribution determined in Clause 6.1 herein.
5.5. The draft granted with the highest total number of points as a result of assessment shall be granted the highest prize place, the next draft with a lower number of points shall be granted the next lower prized place and so on in this order up to the 3rd place.
5.6. As a result of assessment, up to three (3) best drafts can be selected, which shall be arranged in accordance with the decision of the Jury Commission from the 1st to the 3rd place. The Jury Commission shall have the right to not distribute places in the said order, but rather to recognise the 3rd, 2nd and 1st best submitted drafts as equally compliant.
5.7. In the event the Jury does not recognise any of the submitted drafts as possible to be implemented, it shall not grant the first place.
5.8. The Jury Commission shall have the right to reject any or all competition tenders (drafts), or to not grant any of the prizes, if submitted tenders do not comply with the set criteria, including if the total implementation costs of the Draft submitted by the Participant significantly exceed the total funding planned by the Commissioning Authority for the implementation of the Draft.
5.9. The Jury Commission shall assess the submitted drafts and prepare an opinion on assessment results in accordance with Paragraph 212 of Cabinet Regulation No. 107 of 28.02.2017 “Procedure for Organisation of Procurement Procedures and Drafts Competitions”.
6. Prizes and Their Payment Procedure
6.1. Prize fund — EUR 18,000.00:
6.1.1. first place prize — EUR 10,000.00;
6.1.2. second place prize — EUR 5,000.00;
6.1.3. third place prize — EUR 3,000.00;
6.2. Prizes shall include all taxes, the payment of which shall be the responsibility of prize-winners.
6.3. The Jury Commission shall be entitled to not award prizes in the said amount, but rather to divide the total prize fund between the best Participants equally or otherwise at its own discretion. In the event of changes to the distribution of the prize fund, the Jury shall provide substantiation arising from the specific nature of works submitted for the drafts competition.
6.4. Prizes shall be paid within one month following the day of the entry into force of the final decision of the Jury Commission.
6.5. Prizes shall be transferred to current accounts specified by the Participants.
6.6. Prize-winning drafts shall be transferred into the ownership of the Commissioning Authority in full without any limitations. All author’s property rights to the submitted draft shall be transferred to the Commissioning Authority in full without any conditions and for an unlimited period, in accordance with Section 16 Paragraph two of the Copyright Law. The said transfer of copyrights shall occur automatically once the Commissioning Authority has paid and the authors of prize-winning drafts have received the prizes. The author’s personal right to the created objects of copyright shall belong to authors in accordance with laws and regulations in force in the Republic of Latvia. These copyrights shall include the following:
6.6.1. the author’s inalienable personal right to counteraction (also to unilateral withdrawal from the contract, without compensating for losses) to any distortion, amendment or other transformation of his work, as well as infringement of rights of this author, which can harm the honour or respect of the author;
6.6.2. the duty of users of the draft to receive a permit from the subject of copyright in relation to each type of use of the work and each time of use of the work.
6.7. The Jury Commission shall have the right to grant additional motivational prizes in the event any of the drafts, which have failed to take one of the first three places, have separate high-quality solutions, which have received the high assessment of the Jury Commission, in accordance with Clause 1 and/or 2 of the Table of Criteria for the Assessment of Drafts in Paragraph 5.2 herein.
7. Adoption of a Decision and Announcement of Results 
7.1. The Jury Commission shall adopt a decision on the results of the drafts competition within thirty (30) days following the deadline specified in Sub-paragraph 1.5.1 herein for the submission of a tender.
7.2. The explanation of tag lines of participants of the drafts competition shall take place at an open meeting; information on the place, date and time of this meeting shall be sent to contact persons of Participants at least five (5) business days in advance.
7.3. The opening of tag line explanations shall take place at the open meeting of the Jury Commission, in which all Participants of the drafts competition may participate. The responsible secretary who is not a member of the Jury Commission shall manage the tag line opening meeting.
7.4. During the meeting, the responsible secretary shall name the tag lines of prize-winners. After naming the tag lines of prize-winners, the secretary shall open envelopes of tag line explanations, name tag lines and relevant Participants, who have received prizes.
7.5. Following the announcement of tag line explanations, the responsible secretary shall verify the compliance of prize-winners with qualification requirements set froth in Part 4 herein, including checking in the Register of Construction Merchants, whether the certificate submitted by the Participant has been registered in accordance with requirements set forth in laws and regulations.
7.6. If any of prize-winners does not comply with qualification requirements set forth in Part 4 herein, the Jury Commission shall be entitled to not award a prize to this Participant and decide on its awarding to the next Participant with the highest obtained number of points.
7.7. The responsible secretary shall prepare a report on the drafts competition in accordance with Paragraph 218 of Cabinet Regulation No. 107 of 28.02.2017 “Procedures for Organisation of Procurement Procedures and Drafts Competitions”, whereto an opinion of the Jury Commission shall be enclosed.
7.8. The Participant shall have the right to submit an application on the Regulations of this Competition, as well as on activities of the Jury Commission during the Competition pursuant to procedures laid down in Section 68 of the Public Procurement Law.
7.9. Within three (3) business days following the adoption of a decision, the Commissioning Authority shall inform all the Participants of the drafts competition about the adopted decision and results of the drafts competition, as well as specify the term within which the Participant may submit an application to the Procurement Supervision Bureau.
7.10. Within three (3) business days following the sending of a notification on the adopted decision to the Participants of the drafts competition, the Commissioning Authority shall place a notification on the results of the drafts competition in the Publication Management System of the Procurement Supervision Bureau.
7.11. The Jury Commission shall submit a notification on the drafts competition to the procurement commission.
7.12. Following the announcement of results of the drafts competition, the Commissioning Authority may decide on the commencement of the negotiations procedure with three (3) prize-winning Participants in accordance with Section 8 Paragraph seven Clause 8 of the Public Procurement Law.
7.13. The results of the drafts competition and the three (3) best prize-winning drafts shall be published on the website of the Cēsis Municipality Local Government, i.e. www.cesis.lv,, within thirty (30) days following the adoption of the decision of the Jury Commission. 
8. Copyright
8.1. In accordance with Section 841 of the Civil Law, Section 2 Paragraph six of the Copyright Law, Section 15 Paragraph one and Section 16 Paragraph two of the Copyright Law, the prize-winners of the Competition shall alienate, for free in favour of the Cēsis Municipality Local Governement, all their property copyright to the developed draft submitted to the Cēsis Municipality Local Government for the drafts competition “Construction of Cēsis Space Educational Centre at Cīrulīšu iela 63, Cēsis, Cēsis Municipality”. The author’s property copyright applicable to the draft shall be alienated in favour of the Cēsis Municipality Local Government once the draft’s author has received a prize for the development of the draft from the Cēsis Municipality Local Government. 
8.2. The prize-winners of the competition shall guarantee to not request any assistance and/or compensation from the Cēsis Municipality Local Government for the development of the draft and its submission to the Cēsis Municipality Local Government and for the alienation of author’s property copyright in favour of the Cēsis Municipality Local Government and further use of this right and the draft. 3.1. Town Planning Situation
The territory to be designed is located within the territory of Cīrulīši district of the City of Cēsis (for a more detailed territory context, see pages 5–8 of Annex 7 “Development of Investment Attraction Materials of Cēsis Municipality (Market Research”)).
The area of the parcel of land at Cīrulīšu iela 63, Cēsis, Cēsis Municipality is 20,851 m2. Amenities.

Zones and Objects to Be Planned within the Territory.
