Activating zones

Bringing residents together for sustainable development, joint planning, and the creation of local networks.
Communication platform:

e QR codes to online maps of problems/ideas (Google Maps/Notion).

Lecture programme:

Lecture topics — courtyard, safety, greening.

Workshops

Participation in the development of shared courtyards
